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7.4 Activating an Authorized License Version

7.1 Licensing the Secure Server

If you have installed a 30 day limited version of the Server Software, and now wish to
purchase and convert this to an authorized licensed version follow the steps below:

In the main menu select “ System / License”. This license window indicates whether the
Secure Server License is an authorized version, or a 30-day Test version, in which case
the time remaining to expiration is displayed. Enter in this window the serial number
and the activation key.

The activation key can be modified, which will be required if additional VPN tunnels
have been purchased.

| Use VPN Gateway in HA LB Mode

If this parameter is activated, the next time the VPN Gateway is started it will support
the maximum number of tunnels (1000). The establishing of a tunnel is possible after
the connection with the HA Server. In this case the tunnel licenses are administrated by
the HA Server.

When reaching the defined number of tunnel licenses the HA Server blocks all Gate-
ways for any additional tunnel connections.

Note: When licensing an installed software you have to enter the activation key and to
boot the system.

7.2 Licensing the SSL/VPN Functionality

The test version of a Secure Server with Server Manager is delivered with 5 IPSec tun-
nelsand 5 SSL/VPN tunnels. One SSL/V PN tunnel corresponds to one concurrent user.
In the test version the SSL/VPN functionality runs with the endpoint security and port
forwarding modules.

If the SSL/VPN functionality is licensed in full scope with the endpoint security and
port forwarding modules, then the test configurations for this will also be transferred in
full scope. If the SSL/VPN functionality is licensed without endpoint security, then the
associated configuration will indeed be transferred, however the effectiveness of end-
point security will be switched off. If the SSL/VPN functionality is licensed without
port forwarding, then the associated configuration will indeed transferred, however the
configured applications will no longer be offered to the SSL/VPN user in the web inter-
face.

If the SSL/VPN functionality is not licensed, just the VPN/PKI gateway exclusively,
then the SSL/VPN tunnels and the associated configuration or the two concurrent users
of the test version will lose their functionality. In other words after licensing the
VPN/PKI gateway the SSL/VPN functionality does not apply.

A test version of the VPN/PKI gateway is licensed and released for the full version by
entering the activation key and serial number in the Server Manager menu under “Sy-
stem / License”.

The SSL/VPN functionality is licensed under “System / SSL/VPN License” in the
menu of the Server Manager. The serial number must be the same as the serial number
of the VPN/PKI gateway that is extended with the SSL/VPN functionality with a new
matching activation key.

The activation key varies depending on the module license purchased and is always
combined with the license key for the VPN/PKI gateway.
